Goods Out of Scope

ARTICLE 7 - (1) The declaration of the importer filing an
import application shall be sent to the competent customs
authorities.

Risk Assessment

Avrticle 8 - (1) As part of the information provided by users via
TAREKS, a risk analysis of the import of goods is carried out
using TAREKS.

(2) The criteria that will be used in TAREKS can also be
determined on the basis of decisions of the Ministry of
Science, Industry and Technology, as well as the Ministry of
Customs and Trade, decisions of the Turkish Standards
Institution and other relevant parties.

(3) As a result of the risk analysis, TAREKS directly creates
numbers for goods that have not been sent for actual
inspection.

(4) As a result of the risk analysis, TSE checks import potential
of risk goods, that are actually determined as a result of the
risk analysis in accordance with the relevant standards or
regulations.

Actual Inspection

ARTICLE 9 - (1) For goods intended for actual inspection,
within two business days, including the date of filing an
application, the documents specified in Annex 2 shall be
uploaded to TAREKS electronically by the user authorized on
behalf of the company. Shall the company send a request to
TAREKS at the time of filing an application, the system will
provide additional time. Should the relevant documents not be
uploaded by the user to TAREKS, the application will be
canceled.

(2) Additional information and documents may be requested, if
necessary.

(3) The actual inspection indicated at the time of filing an
application may be in accordance with

a) Standards referred to in Annex 1,

b) Criteria established by the International Organization for

Standardization (ISO), the European Committee for
Standardization (CEN), the International Electrotechnical
Commission  (IEC), the European Committee for

Electrotechnical Standardization (CENELEC), the European
Telecommunications Standards Institute (ETSI).

(4) Where prescribed below, it is sufficient to electronically
upload to TAREKS the reports of Turkish and EU conformity
assessment bodies in order to verify full or partial compliance
with accreditation standards.

a) Tests may not be carried out in the domestic country.

b) Tests should be carried out using the primary goods.

c) Tests should be carried out at the manufacturing
stage.

d) In-process tests shall be carried out with a long lead
time, as well as length-of-life tests.

e) Obtaining samples at customs, preparing trial
samples, dispatching samples or testing some goods
after assembly.

(5) If the fourth item can not be used for operational reasons
such as sampling at customs, preparing trial samples,
dispatching samples or testing some goods after assembly, the
contract provided in Annex 3 to be uploaded to TAREKS
electronically. TAREKS number should be assigned in case of
a TSE report stating that the product can be imported for
testing, provided that the time limits for the tests are indicated.
In case of a poor compliance audit result carried out by TSE,
said result to be reported separately to the importer along with
the approved sampling of the report on negative test results.
Said report on negative test results will be sent to the
Directorate General for Safety and the Inspection of Industrial
Products of the Ministry along with other deliverables
provided from the company.

(6) The actual inspection shall be carried out without further
adverse effects for any test specified in the relevant standard.

(7) TAREKS reference number shall be assigned to indicate
that the product can be imported in the event of a non-
compliance with the relevant standard as a result of the actual
inspection, or in the event of out of scope detection of the
product.

(8) Should said non-compliance with the relevant standard be
determined, the actual inspection is poor, with TSE notifying
the company to that effect. However, should the importer
request to reinspect the product in accordance with Annex 1 or
another standard specified in the paragraph three, and should
the document in Annex 4 be uploaded to TAREKS within
seven business days, said product will be reinspected as per
this standard.

(9) Where there is a critical non-compliance with the relevant
standard or standards, or should additional information and
documents requested by the importer not be uploaded to
TAREKS within the following period, the actual inspection
will be completed poor and the corresponding result will be
displayed in TAREKS.

(10) Should a test report be subject to upload to TAREKS, but
is not governed for known reasons, the actual audit will be
poor, even if other conditions are met, with the result displayed
in TAREKS as well.

User Notice

ARTICLE 10 - (1) The user shall make requests regarding the
audit process and the result via TAREKS. (2) Notices of the
audit process and results shall be sent to the e-mail address
specified by the user in the "Registration Statement” made in
accordance with Article 6 of the notice on the Risk-Based
Trade Control System (Safety and Control of Goods: 2011/53).
The Ministry is not responsible for user not receiving a notice.

(3) If there is a discrepancy with the standard in the audit
process, the situation is reported separately to the relevant
customs authorities and importer.

ARTICLE 11 - (1) The company is required to indicate a 15-
digit number in TAREKS in cell No. 44 of the customs
declaration, confirming that the product can be imported by the
company.
