Plato’s “The Symposium™ essay

Eros — the god of love in Greek mythology. The reflections of different
philosophers about this god became the base of the plot of the
philosophical work “The Symposium” written by Plato. The interesting
characteristic of this work is that it is built mostly on characters’
dialogues with only a small number of author’s remarks, unlike most of
the other works of this direction.

The act takes place in the house of a tragic poet — Agathon, who is
celebrating winning the prize for his first tragedy. The attendants belong
to the intellectual elite: Phaedrus — a representative of heroic poetry,
Pausanias — an expert of the law of different Greek countries,
Eryximachus — a representative of medical examination, Aristophanes —
a comic poet and Socrates — the great philosopher. Orator Alcibiades
appeared almost at the end.

“What a strange thing it is, Eryximachus, that, whereas other gods have
poems and hymns in their honour, the great and glorious god, Love, has
no encomiast among all the poets who are so many.” — starting with
these words of Phaedrus, Eryximachus offers to pay due respect to this
god.

One by one, the thinkers started to make their speeches. As we can see,
everyone has different ideas about Eros’s age, meaning and power.
Phaedrus was prone to thinking that Eros is one of the eldest gods, that
he is the cause of the greatest benefits, while Socrates and Agathon
didn't agree. Agathon argued his opinion with the fact that before Eros’s
appearance gods hadn’t always got along with each other and in
conflicts had been guided by Necessity, but with the appearance of Eros
friendship and peace have come between the gods.

The main question at the symposium was “What is the role of Eros?”
