How Waste Harms the Environment Waste is not just an unpleasant
phenomenon; it is a real threat to nature, human health, and ecosystems.
When we do not clean up litter, it accumulates: plastic, paper, household,
industrial, and chemical waste. Rain washes a portion of this waste into rivers
and lakes, where it harms aquatic organisms and degrades water quality.
Plastic particles, which decompose very slowly, enter soils and water bodies,
accumulating in the bodies of fish, birds, and other animals. This disrupts food
chains and biodiversity. Soil pollution negatively affects plant growth, alters the
soil's chemical composition, and reduces fertility. Some waste releases toxic
substances (metals, chemicals) that can infiltrate water or air, posing a threat
to humans and animals. Moreover, waste creates aesthetic problems: the
appeal of nature diminishes, tourists feel uncomfortable, and local pride
declines. Waste removal is expensive for communities — it costs money,
resources, and labor. To reduce damage, each of us can act: sort waste, reduce
the use of single-use items, participate in cleanups, and support ecological
initiatives. A clean environment is our shared responsibility.
