Agent from Florida kills an aggressive and
violent attacker, and the sheriff supports it by
telling that ‘evil can never die much enough ’

This past August 30th, the armed man attacked two
agents of Brevard County right after they stopped his car
he was in.

The Brevard County Sherift’s Office in Florida showed
the video this Friday in which the assault on their two
agents results in a death case of the attacker.

In the video, you can see two agents, Brian Potters and
Tyler Thoman, who pulled the car over in the city of
Melbourne this past August 30th talking with two people
who had already gotten out of the vehicle. The County
Sheriff, Wayne Ivey, stressed that these two people had
nothing to do with the shooting.

The situation went off when Potters asked a third person -
who was at the backseat with a child of two months and a
dog - to leave the car. In return, the man started to fire at
the agent, and, when other people tried to find a safe
place, he used his rifle to hit Potters’ head with it,
meanwhile Thoman shot him dead eliminating this life
threat.

The Sheriff stated that a total of 61 bullets were shot
within a minute. ‘This crime was committed by a person
with a long criminal record of violence, with 40 charges
of the crimes that include drug trafficking, aggravated
assault with a deadly weapon, assault against the law
enforcement agent, and the first degree homicide attempt’
- he said.

As a result of this aggressive attack, Potters suffered a
wound in the lower part of his leg, multiple lacerations on
his head, tissue damage, concussion, and orbital bone and
paranasal sinuses fractures. The shooter was found dead.

Ivey pointed up this assault to be of extreme violence,
proving it by the fact that the attacker ‘had absolutely no
respect for a human life and was focused on only one
thing: to kill our agents in order to avoid the arrest, for he
knew he was to deal with various sentences in jail for the
cases against him in pending’.

“This person got exactly what he deserved’, Ivey added.
And for those who could be silly enough to ask us why
we shot so many bullets, the answer is simple: ‘Evil can
never die much enough’, he stressed.

Un hombre armado atacé el pasado 30 de agosto a dos
agentes del condado de Brevard, después de que pararan
el coche en el que se encontraba.

La Oficina del Sheriff del Condado de Brevard, en el
estado de Florida, mostro este viernes el video del ataque
contra sus agentes, que se saldo con la muerte del
agresor.

En la grabacion, se observa a los agentes Brian Potters y
Tyler Thoman, que el pasado 30 de agosto pararon un
coche en la ciudad de Melbourne y estaban conversando
que con dos personas que ya se habian bajado del
vehiculo. El sheriff del condado, Wayne Ivey, destaco que
estos dos individuos no tuvieron nada que ver con el
ataque.

En un momento dado, Potters pidio a una tercera persona
—que estaba en el asiento de atras con un beb¢ de 2
meses y un perro— que saliera del coche. En respuesta,
el hombre abrié fuego contra el agente y, cuando los
efectivos trataron de ponerse a cubierto, golpeé a Potters
en la cabeza con su rifle, mientras Thoman efectuo
varios disparos "eliminando la amenaza".

El sheriff declar6 que un total de 61 cartuchos fueron
disparados durante un minuto. "El ataque fue perpetrado
por un criminal con una trayectoria violenta, con un
historial de 40 cargos por crimenes que incluyen
narcotrafico, asalto agravado con un arma de fuego,
agresion contra un agente del orden e intento de
homicidio en primer grado", dijo.

Tras la agresion, Potters sufri6 una herida en la parte
inferior de la pierna, multiples laceraciones en la cabeza,
dafio tisular, conmocion cerebral y fracturas del hueso
orbital y senos paranasales. El atacante fallecio.

Ivey tacho la agresion de "extremadamente violenta",
argumentando que el autor del ataque "no

tenia absolutamente ningiin respeto por la vida
humana y se centrd en una sola cosa: matar a nuestros
agentes para evitar el arresto, ya que sabia que se
enfrentaba a varias sentencias de prision por sus casos
pendientes".

"Este individuo obtuvo exactamente lo que se merecia",
continuo Ivey. "Y para aquellos que podrian ser lo
bastante tontos como para preguntar por qué le
disparamos tantas veces, la respuesta es simple: 'El mal
nunca puede morir lo suficiente', destaco.
