Humans swallow the eggs when they eat contaminated food or put contaminated fingers in their mouth.
Importantly, someone with a tapeworm can infect him-or herself with tapeworm eggs (this is called
autoinfection), and can infect others in the family. Eating pork cannot give you cysticercosis.A person gets
cysticercosis by swallowing eggs found in the feces of a person who has an intestinal tapeworm. People
living in the same household with someone who has a tapeworm have a much higher risk of getting
cysticercosis than people who don't. People do not get cysticercosis by eating undercooked pork.
