He died from liver failure and several other diseases caused by regular alcohol consuming. 
Just like these nice ladies.

A movie star and a tabloid queen, Barbara Payton was 39 was she left this world in a complete mess and inability to manage own addiction to alcohol. 
 Some research considers that alcohol addiction happens mostly in the vulnerable families, where moral values are at low level, violence, and abuse is a norm fact. One or another member of such family is inclined to fall under the alcohol addiction. Payton's parents were heavy drunkards, which made a life of Barbara even worse.

To Billie Holiday, who died from heart attack, drinking was an imagined ruse. It gave her power over crowds to deliver vocal and improvisational skills. However, alcoholism had a terrible impact on her ability to inspire others. Eventually, she was killed by cirrhosis and congestive heart failure.
